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Siblings win big in photo contest

A brother and sister have scooped the top prizes in the Waimakariri District Council’s inaugural still
and moving picture competition — which this year focussed on our waterways.

12 year old Emma Booth won the still picture category for a triptych display of Northbrook
Wetlands.

The judges felt her images “displayed a clever use of manipulation to enhance the subject and still
deliver the message”.

She receives $100 cash and a digital camera for her school.
Her ten year old brother, Jon Booth, captured first prize in the moving picture category.

The judges felt his entry made “good use of images illustrating a wide variety of scenes
highlighting the importance of the resource”.

He wins $100 cash and a video camera for his school.

Jon and Emma, both attend Rangiora Borough High School.

Both borrowed cameras to enter the competition and went out several times at different times of
the day and later evening over a three week period to record their mages of Rangiora and Kaiapoi
in different lights.

The judges awarded second prize of $50 in the moving picture category to two young pupils at
Kaiapoi Borough School.

Andrew and Hannah Wilson, aged nine and eight, impressed with the overall beauty of their
collection of images of the Kaiapoi River set to original music.

Second prize and $50 in the still picture contest went to Erica Kennedy of Rangiora High School
for her haunting black and white imagery of a kayaker taking a morning row on the Kaiapoi River.

The contest was designed to encourage students to explore their environment and their role in
keeping it clean and green.

By encouraging them to take a close up look at our waterways the Council hoped to promote
greater understanding of their value to our community — why we need to maintain and protect
them.
