Woodendds population has grown and i s Prajgrteccgtoetdtot o c on
2041 will require around 2150 houses, compared with the current 900. Some of this growth can be
absorbed within the recently rezoned area to the east of the town (around 250 households), but
significantly more residential land will be required further into the future. How best to manage this growth
is the role of Structure Plans.

A Structure Plan is a framework to guide future development,
describing and illustrating the key issues to be factored into
development planning.

What is a Structure Plan? A Structure Plan outlines a preferred approach for how
development will occur. It is supported by an overview of the
issues that initiated the Structure Plan, and the objectives and
approaches to manage those issues.

Structure Plans provide for co-ordinated development. This
means that the community, developers, landowners and the
Why develop Structure Council share a common understanding as to the future layout of
Plans? development. It is about the way in which Woodend will grow and
develop.

The Greater Christchurch Urban Development Strategy provides
for 990 new households over the next thirty five years. Woodend
is identified as a growth area within that document i the Structure
Plans will help to facilitate and manage this growth.

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The Plans

The Structure Plan area is within the urban limits outlined in Variation 3 to Proposed Change 1 to the
Regional Policy Statement, which provides for thirty five years of growth for Woodend. Variation 3 to
Proposed Change 1 allocates new households to Woodend as follows:

2007-2016 2017-2026 2027-2041 Total
350 350 290 990

The Structure Plans cover approximately 136 hectares within the defined urban limits, in three more or
less distinct parcels located to the south-east, north-east and north-west of the existing Woodend
township. The areas for growth as shown on the attached Structure Plans have been arrived at through

the fiWwoodend Futureso process. The fiwWoodend Futuresbo

extensive consultation with the community of Woodend to determine the preferred direction/s for the
future growth of Woodend. The outcome of this consultation has been supported by the Council and is
reflected in the urban limits boundary and the areas shown for future growth.

The areas shown within the urban limits on the attached Structure Plans are all able to be easily and cost
effectively serviced, can achieve good road linkages to existing roading infrastructure, are not affected by
natural constraints such as flooding, and will contribute to a balanced and functional urban form for
Woodend. Development of these areas will need to correspond with the numbers set out in the time
periods above, and therefore some form of staging of development is desirable. Any development within
the Urban Limits would ideally progress in a logical and sequential manner.

The Structure Plans are included in the following context Plans.
Context Plans

Plan AT Existing Context

This Plan shows the current town boundary, key collector roads and the State Highway, the town centre
and other features including existing reserves.

Plan B i Growth Areas
Features of this Plan are:

i New growth areas favoured by the Woodend community through the Woodend Futures project
outcomes contained within the framework of the 35 year urban limits promoted by Variation 3 to
proposed Change 1 to the Regional Policy Statement (RPS).

i Adequate new urban land area to accommodate the 990 households provided for by the RPS,
including required infrastructure including roading, and reserves/amenity areas, as well as two
potential business/industrial areas. For infrastructure reasons, staging from the north-east, south-
east to the north-west is preferable. This is primarily due to the location of existing services,
however, the provision of necessary and required infrastructure and services by developers
could override this preference. Growth within the Urban Limits will need to reflect the 10-10-15
year development periods outlined in the proposed RPS.

1 Key infrastructure provision will be required at the locations shown in the form of new sewer
pump stations and stormwater management ponds.

i Two future business areas. These areas are intended to be zoned Business 2 to provide for light
industrial operations and are in addition to the existing Business 1 zoned area within Woodend.
These areas are intended to compliment the existing Business 1 Zone by providing opportunities
that do not currently exist within Woodend given the current zones. The northern location, in
particular, is likely to assist with supply of materials for development of both Pegasus and the
Woodend Urban Limits area. Both the future business areas are adjacent to and have direct
access onto, the current State Highway. However, if the State Highway is relocated in the future
to the Council preferred future alignment, then the southern area will no longer be provided with
direct access to the State Highway.
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Plan C1 Roading Plan
Features of this Plan are:

1 A network of collector roads to provide for development integration, good traffic flows and public
transport corridors. The collector roads have been located to help ensure that all existing parcels
of land, when developed, can be served by the roading network, and that easy north/south and
east/west access is provided.

1 The provision of a fAsplittelwyand ®Randiada Woedend dRead,
through the Ravenswood site.

i The illustration of the potenti al corridor
bypass of Woodend.

1 The realignment of Judsons and Woodend Beach Roads and their intersection with the State
Highway.

i The Utilities and Roading Committee supported provision of a southern collector road link

between Gladstone Road and State Highway 1 utilising Petries and Judsons Roads. Support for
this option was confirmed at the Utilities and Roading Committee meeting on 16 June 2009.

Plan DT Stormwater and Recreation Reserves
Features of these Plans are:

i The inclusion of two new stormwater detention and treatment ponds, in addition to the pond
associated with the East Woodend ODP area. The area within the area to the north-west
(Ravenswood) will also need to be provided with stormwater management facilities, and these
have been shown on the private plan change request documents. Stormwater from Ravenswood
will discharge to the north into Taranaki Stream.

i The inclusion of 10 metre wide recreation reserves alongside the stormwater reserve strips, and
alongside and to the north of Parsonage Road. These reserves provide
amenity/pedestrian/cycleway corridors through and around residential areas.

i Realignment of the existing Mclntosho6s Dmarit Alsotthe
location of detention ponds at the southern edge of the Urban Limits area.

Plan ET Water and Sewer Service
Features of this Plan are:
i A network of new water and sewer mains, and associated sewer pump stations.

i Details of main alignments for the north-west area subject to the Ravenswood private plan
change requests will be determined through the plan change process.

Plan F T Soil Drainage
Features of this Plan are:

1 Less perfectly drained and poorly draining soils are found to the north, east and south. The
poorly drained soil is suitable for building platforms, however, it is less free draining and some
areas could possibly be subject to additional requirements (i.e. higher design and construction
costs for building foundations and services infrastructure).

Plan Gi Ashley River Flood Hazard
Features of this Plan are:

i Based on ECan Ashley flood modelling, there are no flood related constraints within the
Structure Plans area.
