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4 DEPUTATIONS AND PRESENTATIONS FROM THE COMMUNITY 

 Community Outcomes – Temi Allinson (Senior Policy Analyst) 

T Allinson gave an overview of the proposed revised community outcomes 
which would be used in the 2024-34 Long Term Plan and would consider the 
changes to the Local Government Act in 2019 which put the responsibility of 
wellbeing on Local Government.  Currently there were 15 outcomes with 
another 55 sub indicators under each outcome. Staff had rationalised and 
aligned the outcomes to the four wellbeing’s, economic, social, cultural, and 
environmental. The Council had adopted the outcomes for public consultation 
at its July meeting.  

T Allinson gave an overview of the four outcomes: 

• Social - a place where everyone can have a sense of belonging (to 
turangawaewae) and the sub indicators were: 

1. Public spaces are diverse, respond to changing demographics 
and meet local needs for leisure and recreation. 

2. Council commits to minimizing the risk of social harm to its 
communities. 

3. Housing is available to match the changing needs and 
aspirations of our community. 

4. Our community groups are sustainable and able to get the 
support they need to succeed.  

5. Our community has access to the knowledge and skills needed 
to participate fully in society and to exercise choice and how to 
live their lives.  

6. People are able to enjoy meaningful relationships with others 
in their families, whanau, communities, iwi and workplaces. 

7. Our community has reliable access to the essential 
infrastructure and services required to support community 
wellbeing.  

• Cultural – Where our people are enabled to thrive and give creative 
expression to their identity and heritage (etangata whakapuawai). 

1. Public spaces express our cultural identities and help to foster 
an inclusive society. 

2. The distinctive character of our Takiwa, arts and heritage are 
preserved. 

3. Members of our community are able to engage in arts, culture 
and heritage events and activities as participants, consumers, 
creators, or providers. 

4. Waimakariri’s diversity is freely expressed, respected, and 
valued. 

5. There is an environment that supports creativity and innovation 
for all. 

6. Local arts, culture and heritage are able to make a growing 
contribution to the community and economy.  

• Environmental – that values and restores our environment (hei 
kaitiaki). 

1. People participate in improving the health and sustainability of 
our environment. 

2. Land use is sustainable; biodiversity is protected and restored. 
3. Our district is resilient and able to quickly respond to and 

recover from natural disasters and the effects of climate 
change. 

4. Our district transitions towards a reduced carbon and waste 
district. 

5. The natural and built environment in which people live is clean, 
healthy, and safe. 
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6. Our communities are able to access and enjoy natural areas 
and public spaces. 

• Economic – supported by a resilient and innovative economy (he 
ohanga manawaroa). 

1. Our district is prosperous and reflects the value of both paid 
and unpaid work. 

2. Infrastructure and services are sustainable, resilient, and 
affordable. 

3. Our district readily adapts to innovation and emerging 
technologies that support its transition to a circular economy.  

4. There are sufficient and appropriate locations where 
businesses can set up in our district. 

5. There are sufficient skills and education opportunities available 
to support the economy. 

6. There is access to meaningful, rewarding, and safe 
employment within the district. 

S Powell asked if staff had met with community groups when revising the 
outcomes and T Allinson replied that the review had been internal and would 
now be going out to the community for further input.  

P Redmond noted that Council had appointed a hearing panel comprising of 
himself Councillor Ward and Councillor Goldsworthy.

 Woodend-Sefton Community Board’s 2023/24 Discretionary Grant Fund 

and 2023/24 General Landscaping Budget – K Rabe (Governance 
Advisor) 

 

K Rabe took the report as read and request clarification on the bullet point 

which stated, “if in the event that funds were not spent on a project within the 

financial year or activity applied for the recipient would be required to return 

the funding”. She queried if this point should be removed as if funding was 

allocated in June there was no way the money would be spent within that 

financial year and there were other checks and balances to make sure that 

funding was spent.  

 

After some discussion, the Board agreed to change the wording as follows: “if 

in the event that funds were not spent on a project or activity within 12 months 

of the granting of funds the recipient may be required to return the funding”.  

 

K Rabe also requested feedback from the Board on the informal financial 

template to be used for smaller informal groups or for seeding funding. The 

Management Team had suggested that two officials verified, via signatures, 

that the figures on the form were correct. R Mather noted that the idea of 

having signatories was good however pointed out that smaller groups may not 

have “officials” such as a treasurer. 
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S Powell noted that there were two signatories required on the accountability 

form so there should be no problem about having two signatories.  

 

M Paterson asked why the Board were taking the required financial forms out 

of the application. K Rabe explained that when the Board discussed this 

during the June All Boards Briefing, members had agreed that a lot of smaller 

informal groups did not have audited accounts, or a formal accounting 

package and the Boards criteria were cutting those groups out by insisting on 

financial records.  M Paterson believed that if groups did have financial 

records, then they should be supplying them with their application as financial 

records were useful in determining if the group was eligible for funding.  It was 

agreed that the clause requesting financial information be retained. 

 

S Powell noted that sometimes when you were looking at the smaller groups 

it would be helpful to know how many members the group had.

Discretionary Grant Fund – K Rabe (Governance Advisor)  

 

K Rabe spoke to the report  noting that the North Canterbury Federation 

Women’s Institute application was on a Rangiora-Ashley Community Board 

form, as they had originally intended to apply to the Rangiora-Ashley 

Community Board.  However, given the timing of Board meetings the 

application would not have met the criteria as the event would have already 

taken place. Whereas the application just met the cut off for the Woodend-

Sefton Community Board meeting. The event was also being held at the 

Sefton Hall, which was in the Boards area, therefore staff had suggested that 

the application be submit to the Woodend-Sefton Community Board instead. 

The Waikuku Beach Surf Lifesaving Club was seeking funding towards a new 
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garage door and installation. The Waikuku Beach indoor market was a new 

group who were looking for some funding to get up and running.

He noted that it was 

concerning that the Board had not spent its full allocation for the 2022/23 year. 

M Paterson noted that the Board needed to promote more.

2. RECOMMENDATION

THAT the Woodend Sefton Community Board:

(a) Receives Report No. 230731116061

(b) Approves public engagement to be carried out by staff on the three conceptual sign
options for Woodend Entrance.

(c) Approves public engagement to be carried out by staff on the three conceptual sign
options for Woodend Beach Entrance.

(d) Notes that engagement is proposed to be carried out in September 2023.

(e) Notes staff will engage with the roading team to confirm each location for the proposed
signs.

3. BACKGROUND

3.1. The Woodend Sefton Community Board have had an ongoing objective to use their 

General Landscaping Budget to create welcome signs at the entrances into each 

community within their ward. This began with the successful process of designing an 

entrance sign for Waikuku Beach with the community. Following this, the Board allocated 

$5,330 for a “Welcome to Woodend Beach” entrance sign from their General Landscaping 

Budget.  

3.2. At the time, the Woodend Community Association identified that while there is an existing 

entrance sign at the southern entrance, there are no signs at the northern entrance or the 

entrance from Rangiora Woodend Road. The association proposed to the Board that they 
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could fund and construct two replicas of the existing sign for these locations, this was 

approved by the Board.  

3.3. Unfortunately, the costs associated with the two new signs were not able to be met by the 

association. A proposal was brought back to the Board to utilise some of their General 

Landscaping Budget to construct and install the signs. While the Board chose to allocate 

budget towards the signs, they felt that if they were paying for them, then work should be 

done on the design to modernise and make it more appealing. The Woodend Sefton 

Community Board therefore allocated $12,810 for three identical “Welcome to Woodend” 

entrance signs noting that the southern entrance would need to be updated to match the 

two new signs.     

3.4. There is a Waimakariri Town and Settlement Entrances Strategy, 2019 (TRIM: 

190815114357) which guides staff when proposing new signage within our district. Written 

below are the design principles within the strategy: 

Design Principles  

The following design principles will underpin all aesthetic and functional treatments for 

selected entrances.  

Principle Description 

Quality Moderate to high standard of output effect.  

Attractiveness Aesthetically pleasing supporting character and appeal. 

Functional Practical and useful for the purpose they are assigned. 

Longevity Offering a longer term service life. 

Durable Resilient to the effects of the environment, i.e. weather, people, 

animals, vehicles. 

Maintainable Easily accessible for ongoing care and maintenance. 

Affordable Economical to implement and maintain. 

Individual Theming 

Individual theming treatments for each town and settlement are best applied across 

identification and welcome signage, planting palettes and street based art (sculptures). 

Consistent roading treatments are difficult to apply given the variation of entrance roads 

and the treatments they can support. While treatments aim to retain the unique character 

of each community, they will sit within the context of a cohesive district-wide framework as 

evidenced by this Strategy. 

3.5. Staff have referred to this strategy for the conceptual signs proposed for both Woodend 

Entrance and Woodend Beach Entrance. 

4. ISSUES AND OPTIONS

Woodend Entrance Sign 

4.1. On the 3rd June 2020, Greenspace staff met with the president of the Community 

Association (Mark Patterson) along with the Board Chair (Shona Powell) and Ian Kennedy 

from the Council Roading Team. During this meeting two potential locations were identified 

on State Highway 1 and one clear location was identified on Rangiora Woodend Road.  

4.2. Since then, staff have conceptually designed three entrance sign options for Woodend.

4.3. Design options for Woodend Entrance 

4.3.1. Corten Steel Rectangle 

A classic and simple sign design using corten steel with black corten steel 

backing. 

4.3.2. Asymmetrical Sleeper 

This design uses irregular horizontal pine/macrocarpa boards stacked up 

on one another with a contrasting white letter writing. 
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4.3.3. Vertical Posts 

This design uses vertical round pine/macrocarpa posts with slight spacing 

giving a forest effect.  

Woodend Beach Entrance Sign 

4.4. Staff visited Woodend School on 7th July 2021 and completed a co-design exercise with 
the students regarding the ‘Welcome to Woodend Beach” sign. This generated ideas and 
drawings which staff then based six final conceptual signs on. On 28th June 2023, staff 
went back to Woodend School with the six different concepts and asked the students to 
pick their top two favourite signs which are part of the top three concepts proposed to go 
to the wider community for consultation. These three options are shown below. 

4.5. Design options for Woodend Beach Entrance 

4.5.1. Horizontal Surfboard Sign (Voted number 1 by Woodend Students) 

This sign uses a ‘surfboard’ shape with a wave pattern underneath. The 

phrase “Kia ora Welcome to the waves of Woodend Beach” came from 

Woodend school.  
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4.5.2. Cut out scene: (Voted number 2 by Woodend Students) 

This design shows the activities the Woodend school identified at Woodend 

beach. 

4.5.3. Abstract Surfboard Sign: (WDC Staff Recommended third option) 

This sign takes the outline of the surfboard shape and has circular corten 

steel sign installed in the centre of the shape. 

4.6. The next stage in this process for both sign projects is to identify what the community 

thinks about these concepts and receive any further design inspiration that the community 

may wish to put into these designs. This process was previously undertaken successfully 

with the Waikuku Beach community who took the proposed designs and added ideas 

which were specific to their community. Staff have identified two options below for the 

community Board regarding this next stage in the process.  

4.7. Option 1: Approval of staff to consult with the community on the above sign options for 

both Woodend and Woodend Beach entrance ways. 
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This would involve allowing the community to ‘vote’ for their preferred sign option on the 

above concepts presented, along with providing any further design ideas, comments or 

feedback. Staff would then bring the feedback along with a final concept to the Woodend-

Sefton Community Board to make the final decision for both Woodend and Woodend 

Beach.  

This is the recommended option as it allows staff to consult with the community and get a 

clear idea on which sign option is most preferred. It will also generate additional ideas and 

comments which will help create a final design which identifies their community.  

4.8. Option 2: Decline public engagement and do nothing. 

The Woodend-Sefton Community Board may wish to decline the approval of this report 

and prevent engagement occurring for the Woodend/Woodend Beach entrance signs. This 

is not the recommended option because there is public interest in these signs, and it is 

best practice to consult with the community. 

4.9. Should consultation be approved, and feedback received. Staff will bring a report back to 

Woodend-Sefton Community Board to seek approval on the recommended sign concept. 

Implications for Community Wellbeing 

There are not implications on community wellbeing by the issues and options that are the 
subject matter of this report.  

4.10. The Management Team has reviewed this report and support the recommendations. 

5. COMMUNITY VIEWS

5.1. Mana whenua 

Te Ngāi Tūāhuriri hapū may be affected by or have an interest in the subject matter of this 
report. Staff will provide information as part of the consultation process. 

5.2. Groups and Organisations 

There are groups and organisations likely to be affected by, or to have an interest in the 
subject matter of this report.  

Woodend School have been engaged in the concept designs for ‘Woodend Beach’ 
entrance signs. Staff will directly contact the school on the proposed consultation and 
encourage the school students and families to participate in giving their feedback.  

Woodend Community Association identified the need for additional entrance signs into 
Woodend. This group will have a keen interest on the proposed concepts and seeing these 
signs installed. Staff will contact this group and ask for their feedback on the proposed 
concept designs. 

5.3. Wider Community 

The wider community is likely to be affected by, or to have an interest in the subject matter 
of this report.  

The community will be informed of the consultation process through social media, 
advertisements in local newspapers, and announcements on the Council website. The 
public consultation will be undertaken through the Council’s existing online forum (Let’s 
Talk Waimakariri). 

The results from the public consultation and the recommended option will be presented 
back to the Woodend-Sefton Community Board for approval. 
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6. OTHER IMPLICATIONS AND RISK MANAGEMENT

6.1. Financial Implications 

There are no financial implications of the decisions sought by this report. Costing for 
communication and tools for consultation is estimated at $50 to cover ‘Let’s Talk’ Digital 
and Physical forms. This will be budgeted In-house.  

This budget is included in the Annual Plan/Long Term Plan. 

Woodend-Sefton Community Board have allocated funds to build/install these signs from 

their General Landscaping Budget. 

• $12,810 - “Welcome to Woodend” entrance sign x3

• $5,330 - “Welcome to Woodend Beach” entrance sign x1

Staff have been in touch with Hortons Signs to ask if the allocated budget will cover costs 

for construction and installation based on the concepts above. Hortons have said the 

pricing is about right, however it will likely not cover the traffic management costs which is 

estimated at ¼ of the price alone.  

Once the design of the signs is confirmed, staff will go back to Hortons to confirm a quote 

and find out what the potential shortfall is. There is a potential risk that the cost of signs 

could increase if the design has changed dramatically from public feedback compared to 

the proposed concepts. 

6.2. Sustainability and Climate Change Impacts 

The recommendations in this report do not have sustainability and/or climate change 
impacts. 

6.3. Risk Management 

There are risks arising from the adoption/implementation of the recommendations in this 
report. 

As both the Woodend and Woodend Beach entrance signs are within the road reserve, 
there is risk associated with the design and implementation of this project. Staff will work 
with Council’s Roading team to ensure the design meets the approved standards and 
guidelines so that they do not pose a risk to motorists. 

Should a design be approved, Staff will continue to work with the contractor and the 
Roading Team to ensure that it is installed in a safe manner. 

6.4. Health and Safety 

There are not health and safety risks arising from the adoption/implementation of the 
recommendations in this report. 

7. CONTEXT

7.1. Consistency with Policy 

This matter is not a matter of significance in terms of the Council’s Significance and 
Engagement Policy.  

7.2. Authorising Legislation 

All signage shall be in accordance with the District Plan and the Signage Bylaw (2012). 
Additional government and NZTA legislation applies relating to signage but this is 
dependent on the particular road/location and type of sign being proposed. Therefore Staff 
will work with our Roading Team who are familiar with this legislation. They will determine 
a safe location for the signs and any specific details around the signs construction and 
design to ensure it meet the appropriate legislation. 
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7.3. Consistency with Community Outcomes

recommendations in this report.

3 BACKGROUND 

3.1 Coastguard North Canterbury is seeking funding to upgrade its swift water rescue vessel. 

3.2 The Pegasus Bay Art Show is requesting funding towards printing costs for date stickers, 
tickets and artists bios. 

3.3 The Waimakariri Access Group is requesting seeding funding on behalf of the North 
Canterbury Inclusive Sports Group to hold an inclusive sports day to occur. 

3.3 The current balance of the 2023/24 Discretionary Grant fund is $6,160. 

4 ISSUES AND OPTIONS 

Coastguard North Canterbury Inc (CNZ) 

4.1 After two separate fatal boating accidents on the Waimakariri River bar, a group of volunteers 
formed the Waimakariri-Ashley Rescue Lifeboat Society in 1978.  In 2006 the unit became 
affiliated to the Coastguard and changed its name to Coastguard Waimakariri-Ashley Lifeboat 
Inc.  In 2018 the name was changed again to the Coastguard North Canterbury to reflect the 
area of operation.   

4.2 The lifeboat station was opened at the end of 1980, having taken two years of voluntary labour 
to build.  It was refurbished and extended in the 1990’s to house an upgraded larger vessel, 
(Kaiapoi 1). The 2010 Canterbury Earthquake damaged the building beyond repair and after 
temporary shoring it remained in use for two years while a new building was designed, and 
funds raised. In 2014 the building was started with the opening in April of 2016. 

4.3 Due to the extreme weather events experience in New Zealand during the last few years the 
CNZ has been called on to assist FENZ and New Zealand Police with rescuing people from 
rivers and from roofs during flooding.  This has forced CNZ to review its swift water rescue 
asset based.  CNZ now requires a larger more robust vessel with outboard jets which is more 
capable of operating in braided rivers, urban flood waters and swift running water.  This vessel 
will need to navigate shallow waters, shingle, and debris in the water. The best boat and motor 
have been chosen which has proved successful in these conditions. 

4.4 As the vessel will be used throughout North Canterbury and further afield if required, it is 
anticipated that the vessel will be an asset to the whole district and beyond.  It was believed 
that the vessel would benefit not only the victims but also their families and friends giving 
people the best chance of returning safe to their loved ones.  Swift running water and flood 
waters can be very dangerous, and a bigger more robust vessel is required for keeping both 
the volunteer rescuers and the victims safe while manoeuvring and navigating rivers.    
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4.5 The total cost of the project is estimated at $35,948 and CNZ have received $5,000 from the 
Lion Foundation, $5,000 from Aotearoa Gaming and $8,000 from Kiwi Gaming with funds 
from the Trusts Community Foundation still to be confirmed.  The project will proceed even if 
the application is unsuccessful. Applications for funding have been sent to all the Community 
Boards and will be presented in the August 2023 meetings. In September 2018 the CNZ 
received $500 from each of the Community Boards towards the purchase of a replacement 
rescue vessel which was launched in 2019 called Kaiapoi Rescue. In the Accountability Form 
returned was the following comments, “These funds have contributed to the overall costs of 
building a new coastguard vessel.  The grant from the Board helped us to achieve the target 
of starting the project prior to Christmas.”    

 
Pegasus Bay School PTA (the Committee) 
 
4.6 The Committee will again be hosting the Pegasus Bay Art Show scheduled to be held from 

1 to 3 September 2023, which has gained a reputation for being a high quality, well run 
exhibition, bringing visitors and artists from the wider Canterbury area to Pegasus.  This is an 
annual event however, due to Covid 19 lockdowns shows have been cancelled for several 
years.   
 

4.7 The Art Show is a community event and fundraiser with a percentage of commissions from the 
art sales going back into the school’s art programme.  The Art Show commences with an 
official opening on the evening of Friday 1 September which is a ticketed event, and the show 
will then be open to the general public on the Saturday and Sunday for a gold coin donation 
entrance fee. 

 
4.8 This event will directly benefit the Pegasus Bay School students as well as the wider 

community who will attend and enjoy the event.  It is estimated that 60% of people attending 
will be from the Woodend-Sefton area, with the remainder being made up of the other wards 
in the district and some from Christchurch. 

 
4.9 This is an event which includes the involvement of students, both in assisting in organising 

and managing the event, as well as exhibiting their artwork produced during the previous term.  
The students’ display always generates fantastic feedback from visitors impressed with the 
quality of work on display.  Funds raised by this show will be used in the school’s art 
programme and could be encouraging the next generation of artists in the district. 

 
4.10 As with previous years, the Committee is also approaching local businesses for sponsorship 

and is fortunate that New World, Ravenswood has sponsored the event with $5,000, also 
$500 was set aside from the last show to pay for the panels for displaying the students art.   

 
4.11 The Committee wishes to utilise the funding requested from the Board towards printing costs 

for date stickers for the corflute signs, tickets and artists bios for the art panels.  If this 
application is unsuccessful the event will still occur, however funding set aside for other 
aspects may need to be revised. 

 
4.12 Funding granted to the Committee during the last five years is listed below:

4.13 All previous Accountability Forms have been received. 
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Waimakariri Access Group (WAG) 
 
4.14 The Waimakariri Access Group (WAG) were approached by one of its members, Zack Lappin, 

who is also the co-chair of the Youth Council to assist in planning and running an Inclusive 
Sports Day at Mainpower Stadium aimed primarily at disabled youth.  This is the first time this 
event will be held, however the intention is to make this an annual event.  The aim is to allow 
youth with disabilities to try out and participate in a number of parasports free of charge.  Sports 
will include wheelchair basketball, boccia, wheelchair rugby, adaptive football, adaptive 
PRAMA and adaptive REVL GT.  The day will also allow other people without disabilities if 
they would like to get involved. 
 

4.15 Young people with disabilities often find it difficult to be part of sports for a variety of reasons, 
which can include cost and lack of opportunities nearby, therefore the impact of this opportunity 
could be lifechanging for both the participants and their families.  This event aims to overcome 
barriers and give the participants a chance to try a variety of sports.  It is hoped that local 
teams could be established for ongoing opportunities for participants to enjoy the physical and 
mental challenges that sport can provide and teaching them skills that are not easily available 
by other means. 

 
4.16 Several programmes and groups have shown interest in this event with the intention of 

including students and young people attending their programmes to enjoy the day.  These 
groups include the Lighthouse Programme, the Chris Ruth Centre in Kaiapoi and the IHC North 
Canterbury.  The goal for these groups is to involve, promote and support inclusivity and 
participation in the days activities.  The Organising Committee has representatives from 
Parafed Canterbury, Halberg Trust, each of the sports being offered and WAG.  Locally it will 
raise the profile of sports and active opportunities for the disabled. 

 
4.17 WAG is not a Trust or registered charity.  The organiser, Zack Lappin is a member of WAG 

and the group is supporting this initiative as it promotes inclusivity and participation for young 
people with disabilities.  Therefore WAG has agreed to submit this application for funding on 
behalf of the Organising Committee.  While Zack is a Youth Council member and a member 
of WAG, which are both funded by the Council, he is acting independently of both groups in 
organising this event, however both the Youth Council and WAG have supported his initiative 
as it aligns with the goals and aspirations of both groups.  Please note that neither the Youth 
Council nor WAG are funding this event therefore there is no question of other Council based 
funding being utilised i.e. “double dipping”. 

 
4.18 Although the Organising Committee have received donations of equipment and room hire fees 

there are still expenses to be met which include snack foods and drinks, an adaptive trainer to 
ensure that the Revl GT and Prama sessions are safe and fun, a sports photographer to get 
great action shots, certificates and spot prizes and advertising.  While WAG does have some 
funds in the bank these are earmarked for the development of its own projects which include 
a checklist for event organisers to ensure events are access friendly and to purchase 
simulation glasses for locally run workshops to make people aware of the barriers disabled 
people face on a daily basis. 

 
4.19 The event is scheduled for 29 September from 10.30am to 2.30pm at the Mainpower Stadium.  

The overall cost is estimated at $3,300 and if this application is unsuccessful the event will 
proceed however some of the extras may have to be reconsidered.  The aim is that there will 
be no cost to participants other than transport to and from the event.  It is WAG’s intention to 
apply to all of the other community boards i.e Rangiora-Ashley and Kaiapoi-Tuahiwi 
Community Boards for $750 and $500 from Oxford-Ohoka Community Board. 

 
4.20 The Board may approve or decline grants as per the grant guidelines. 

 
4.21 Implications for Community Wellbeing:  

There are implications on community wellbeing by the issues and options that are the subject 
matter of this report.

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4 COMMUNITY VIEWS 

 
5.1 Mana whenua 

Taking into consideration the provisions of the Memorandum of Understanding between 
Te Ngāi Tūāhuriri Rūnanga and the Council, Te Ngāi Tūāhuriri hapū may be affected by or 
have an interest in the subject matter of this report. 
 
A swift water vessel being available for local emergencies would be an asset to communities, 
while a day of culture and art provide enjoyment to all sectors of the community and a day of 
inclusive sports would benefit the district as a whole. 

 
5.2 Groups and Organisations 

There are other groups and organisations likely to be affected by or to have an interest in the 
subject matter of this report.  As mentioned previously, other organisations are involved in the 
inclusive sports day 
 

5.3 Wider Community 

The wider community is likely to be affected by, or to be interested in, this report's subject 
matter, given that the Coastguard North Canterbury’s rescue vessel will give peace of mind 
during times of flooding and the Pegasus Bay Art show will encourage appreciation of art and 
culture in the region an inclusive sports day will bring joy and mental wellbeing to those in our 
community who are often marginalised.

5 OTHER IMPLICATIONS AND RISK MANAGEMENT  
 

6.1 Financial Implications 

The 2023/24 Annual Plan includes budgetary provision for the Woodend-Sefton Community 
Board to approve grants to community groups up to a total of $4,400 in the 2023/24 financial 
year.  An amount of $3,210 was carried forward from the 2022/23 financial year, thereby 
bringing the Discretionary Grant Fund to a total of $7,610 for current financial year.   
 
The application criteria specify that grants are generally limited up to $750 with a maximum 
of $1,000 in any financial year (July to June), however groups can apply twice in a year, 
providing it is for different projects Where applicable, GST values are calculated and added 
to appropriately registered groups if decided benefits exceed Board resolved values.  The 
current available balance of the Woodend Sefton Community Board's Discretionary Grant 
Fund 2023/24 is $6,160. 
 
The Board will only consider granting more than $750 in exceptional circumstances provided 
that detailed reasons for exceeding the present limit is provided.

Coastguard North Canterbury has reviewed our swift water rescue current assets using the experience 

gained over the past five years and in discussions with subject matter experts in this area of search and 

rescue.  We have reached the conclusion based on the information provide below that we need to 

upgrade our rescue vessel for this purpose and purchase a fit for purpose tow vehicle as we currently 

reply on volunteer vehicles which are not always suitable and available.  

PAST RESCUE ISSUES 
The 2019 Waimakariri River rescue was undertaken when the rescue helicopter was unavailable.  The 

river had risen quickly from 80 to 1800 Cumecs.  The IRB had significant issues on the way up the river 

to the scene with the motor stopping at least eight times due to the outboard leg/prop hitting the 

shingle and getting large stones caught between the prop and prop guard.  The crew had to clear the 

obstruction while drifting rapidly downstream.    

A 2021 rescue in Darfield identified the shortcomings of the current IRB with an outboard motor.  A 

person was stuck in a tree with a significant amount of swift water surrounding them.  The risk 

assessment completed identified that it was too shallow to launch the IRB, and the debris and trees in 

the immediate area added to the risk factors for this vessel.  An attempt was made to launch the swift 

water sled, but the current was too strong, and this was abandoned.

CONCLUSION ON VESSEL NEEDS 

This package is lightweight, cost effective, highly manoeuvrable, locally available at short notice with 

proven performance and reliability.  Will it do everything we need? No but no one boat will because 

swift water rescue is a very dynamic environment. This package is considered the most appropriate 

starting point to build our asset base for our Swift Water Rescue team.  There may be environments and 

cases where a rigid hull or a larger jet-propelled rescue vessel may be the better option.  The 

development of our assets needs to be strategic and we believe this package is the right starting point.  

One key point to make is that in the argument for jets vs props all propulsion systems require 

management by a skipper, whilst a jet can ingest debris, it is very seldom ever damaged by it.  In moving 

water environments this is less common as debris has inertia but in still water environments this is 

mitigated by the fact that simply stopping the motor is usually enough to release such debris. 

While the alternative vessel option quoted is less cost it does not fully meet our operational 

requirements.  

FUNDING FOR PROJECT 

We are seeking funding from local trusts towards the rescue vessel as the cost of the tow vehicle is 

greater.

BACKGROUND TO COASTGUARD INVOLVEMENT IN SWIFT WATER RESCUE 

In July 2017 Christchurch city experienced a flooding event and Coastguard North Canterbury were 

tasked by Civil Defence to assist with rescuing people from flooded homes using their IRB.  Following 

that initial tasking Canterbury Police SAR Squad again requested their assistance in November that year 

when two vehicles were stuck on the 

Waimakariri River during a flooding event 

with eight people needing rescuing from the 

roofs.  April 2018 a further tasking from 

Police to assist a vehicle with seven people of 

the roof is swift flowing Ashley River.  In May 

2019 Police again tasked the unit to rescue 

five people stuck on a shingle bank in the 

Rakaia River. 

It became obvious that this kind of request for assistance was not a ‘one off’ and discussions with Police 

confirmed that they viewed Coastguard North Canterbury as a key resource for flood and swift water 

rescue the area.  

These rescues while successful, highlighted the need for further training in swift water and flood rescue 

situations as volunteers felt unprepared to deal with the conditions and risks of these environments. 

With the support of Coastguard Southern Region, the unit sought expert advice and contacted Dr Steve 

Glassey, Director of the Public Safety Institute of NZ.   
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These discussions identified that the training and equipment we had for normal Coastguard operations 

was not suited to work in a swift water and flooding environment.  

In October 2019 two experienced volunteers attended and extensive four-day International Technical 

Rescue Association accredited course held in Manawatu with introduced them to swift water rescue 

across responder and technician levels, and with specialised vehicle rescue techniques.  Further training 

for other volunteers took place in Canterbury in March and June 2020 enabling the development of a 

Swift Water Rescue Squad within the unit.  

In early 2020 grant funding of $11,000 was obtained for the purchase of specialist equipment suitable 

for this type of rescue activity.  Since then we have continued to develop the squad and are working 

with New Zealand Search & Rescue as part of the nationwide development of resources for swift water 

rescue.

Coastguard North Canterbury is a group of 29 dedicated volunteers who give over 1,200 hours annually 

to provide search and rescue in our community.  The operate both along the North Canterbury coast 

and down to Banks Peninsula to back up other Coastguard units; and in the unique braided rivers 

around Canterbury from the Rakia in the south to the Waimakariri and further north and west.  We are 

the only team undertaking this work to assist Police and other emergency services locally.  

Your support to provide our swift water team of volunteers with a rescue vessel that is safer and better 

equipped to undertake this life saving work.
